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What is UNC-NOW?

United with the Northside Community Now (UNC-NOW) is a community-university organization made up of a wide range of community members who are committed to confronting the economic and social trends of gentrification and displacement in the historically African-American neighborhoods of Chapel Hill/Carrboro, and to ensure a more equitable process for current and future developments.  
Based on community input from the first two SOS meetings, the Steering Committee of UNC-NOW calls for Greenbridge, Town Council and concerned community members to take 6 points of action to begin to address the impact of developments on local communities:
1. Withdraw and issue a public apology for the misleading Greenbridge video

2. Re-assess affordable housing plan to utilize payment-in-lieu option for Greenbridge

3. Train and employ local youth and community members

4. Support local businesses in their efforts to sustain a vital economic life.

5. Spearhead property tax relief in traditionally low wealth neighborhoods

6. Require strict adherence to the application review process for new developments in or near the Northside, Pine Knolls, Rogers-Eubanks and Ridgefield communities.
